• Artwork must measure 4 x 6 inches, and be on a stiff material such as matt board, cardstock, foam core, thin wood panel, or canvas board. If you choose to use textiles, please have it ready to hang.

• Please confine artwork to the front of the postcard and place the artist’s name, age, media and email address and/or website on the back of the card. We will use email to contact the artists to invite them to the opening reception. If you wish to submit anonymously, please include your age. We wish to have a range of ages represented.

• All submitted work must be original artwork created by the artist. (No reproductions). Please do not frame or mat the artwork. Images of artwork may be used to promote the current or future postcard exhibits.  If you wish your artwork to be returned, a SASE must be included with submission.
