1. ENTRY: To enter the Contest, student artists or high school representatives must submit the following:
a.  Entries must be original artwork.
b.  Artwork must be on horizontal 11”x17” paper with 2 inch margin on each side as well as a 1 inch margin along the top and bottom.
Please layout poster as follows:

Artwork must not include text about the event (e.g.: The words “Ethnic Fest,” or any other event info, should not appear in the design).
Entries created digitally must include both a hard copy printout and a digital file (file must be submitted as a high-resolution PDF.)

On the back of each entry, print artist name, address and phone number.

A signed release form must be attached to each entry.

2. LIMITATIONS: Submissions must be received by 5 pm on 05/09/14. Students may include more than one submission, however only one of the entries may
win. Submissions must be the original work of the contestants and must not infringe upon third-party rights. The contest is open to all who are not
employees of Metro Parks, City of Tacoma or Ethnic Fest 2014; or members of their immediate families or households. Metro Parks is not responsible for
errors or inaccurate, forged, incomplete, stolen, lost, illegible, mutilated, damaged, tampered with, postage-due, misdirected, delayed or late submissions.
Void where prohibited or restricted by law and subject to all federal, state, provincial and local laws and regulations. Submitted artwork will not be
returned.

3. PRIZES: The winning artwork will be displayed during Ethnic Fest on July 26 & 27 at Wright Park. The first-place winner will be awarded $200. Second- and
third-place winners’ artwork may also be used in the aforementioned manner, for which they will be compensated $100 (2nd Place) and $50 (3rd Place).

4.  PROCEDURES: The contest ends at 5 pm on 05/09/14. Submissions will be judged by individuals selected by the Ethnic Fest 2014 Committee, who will
choose the winners on the basis of how well the artwork conveys Ethnic Fest’s “Celebration of Cultures” mission, appropriateness to the medium (poster
artwork in general must be eye-catching, readily identifiable and easily adaptable to various graphic design applications), artistic integrity, and uniqueness.

5. WINNERS: Winners will be notified by phone by 05/16/14. All responsibilities of a minor will be assumed by the parent/legal guardian. The winners are
required to prove eligibility. Failure of a potential contest winner to execute and return an Assignment of Rights/Artwork Release with the Submission or
any other non-compliance with rules or conditions of the contest may result in disqualification and the selection of an alternate contest winner. All taxes
are solely the winner’s responsibility.
